SHARE THE PLATE - NOVEMBER

On the first Sunday of each month, we pass the offering basket in a ritual we call “Share the Plate.”
Through the generosity of our members and friends, we at First UU provide financial assistance to
worthy causes in our own back yard or around the globe — charitable operations which are helped by
a donation of cash, while we are living our Mission to Care in Support of Community and to Act in the
Service of Justice.

In the 2010-2011 church year (actually in just October to June), we collected and dispersed $16,432
to nine different organizations! That is an average of more than $1825 per organization. So far this
church year (July-October), we have collected and distributed funds to the Central Virginia Food
Bank ($2804), the READ Center ($1166), and to the UUA-Association Sunday Fund (amount not
yet available).

In light of the severe drought and devastating famine in East Africa, on November 6, our designated
recipient is the UU Service Committee Somalia and East Africa Relief Fund and December 4 will
be our traditional collection for the Minister’s Discretionary Fund. You may nominate a future re-
cipient — an organization in which you are involved — by filling out the nomination form available on
the bulletin board. The committee meets periodically to determine who future recipients will be, while
remaining flexible to respond to tragedy or natural disasters that occur, leaving people who need im-
mediate assistance. Your generosity is so very much appreciated. Remember, Share the Plate, ev-
ery First Sunday at First UU.

SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY

FOOD JUSTICE

First UU is doing its part to help eradicate hunger in Richmond. We collected and sent nearly
$3000.00 this summer through Share the Plate. In August we sent just over 800# of food “Saving
Kids from Sauerkraut” and nearly 400# in October responding to the food bank’s need for soup. We
set up a table each week in the lobby, collecting and delivering nonperishables to FeedMore and
have a food drive whenever we are aware of an immediate need. We can be proud to have nearly a
dozen committed volunteers who each month spend time at Central Virginia Food Bank sorting
through and distributing the collected food. Increasingly, families are depending on food banks to
feed themselves. All of our efforts to help will continue as First UU steps up to address the issue of
hunger in our community.

The beauty of the food bank is its immediacy. No soup....bring soup; need peanut butter...give pea-
nut butter. It's limitation however is the dependency that can grow by those using it to meet their
need for food. As a short term solution to hunger, the food bank is critical, but First UU has joined
with other urbanites to address hunger with an eye on the long term. It is a much slower, less im-
mediate process, but critical if hunger (childhood obesity, diabetes, etc) is to be eradicated.

Growing Greene, the gardening program at Greene Elementary School addresses with the children
of Greene how to grow food, how to prepare food and which foods give the body the best opportuni-
ty to grow up healthy and strong. The program involves a growing number of families of Greene, as
well as teachers and administrators. The first Saturday of each month Growing Greene has activi-
ties planned involving planting, building, harvesting, and celebrating gardening and food. Growing
food takes more time, planning and work than collecting and opening a can from the food bank.
However, harvesting your very own radish, watching berries appear on the blueberry plant you
planted last year, or the first apples appear on the tree you planted while in kindergarten, gives a
child a completely different perspective on food. Already they are asking when the strawberries (we
planted last year) will be ready! Please consider dropping in to help on Saturday, November 5th
9-noon. Bring your children, your parents, a trowel, those bulbs you just divided, or just yourself, and
be with the children and families of Greene as they grow food, beautify their school, and plan and
work for a strong and healthy future.

To fill you in: For over a hundred years a plot
of land on lower Broad Street was used to inter
the bodies of African and African American
slaves. It was also the site of the town Gallows
Post where Gabiriel, leader of a slave revolt in
1800 was hanged. Eventually the plot was
covered with asphalt and used as a parking lot.

For the past decade there has been a drive to
get those cars off the burial ground and proper-
ly restore the Burial Ground. This past spring
the land was stripped of the parking lot and
sod placed down. In June memorial plaques
were installed. Now the next drive will be to
get archeological work so that the land can be-
come a cemetery once more.

DIDJA KNOW?

“THE SPY IN OUR MIDST”

In January 1861, Rev. Alden Bosserman arrived to serve as minister for the First Independent Christian Church of
Richmond. He went about the business of the church and his conduct attracted no particular public notice or com-
ment during the remainder of the winter. Spring found the city on the verge of secession and was described as being
in a “state of violent agitation.” Local newspaper articles reveal that on April 12, 1861 the Virginia State Convention
was opened and led in prayer by Rev. Bosserman. On April 171, after 54 days of deliberation, an ordinance was
passed (85 to 55) “to repeal the ratification of the Constitution of the United States of American by the State of Virgin-
ia and to resume all the rights and powers granted under the said Constitution.”

Virginia joined with the newly formed Confederacy in defense of the state’s right, to continue the practice of slavery,
supporting their southern culture. In Richmond, singular victories were designated by proclamation of the Provisional
Government as days of fasting and prayer services in the city’s churches. In Ashes of Glory, Ernest B. Furgurson
said: “Elizabeth Van Lew wrote that these official fast days, when markets and stores were closed, were more scrupu-
lously observed than the Sabbath, because they were considered test days of (Confederate) loyalty.”

Rev. Bosserman'’s reaction to the proclamations produced no change in the content of his sermons and on the day
specified to celebrate the victory at Manassas, he refused to open his church’s doors. Preaching to a steadily de-
creasing congregation, he allegedly had prayed that “this unholy rebellion be crushed out.” On two occasions, Rev.
Bosserman and B. W. Wardwell had been observed taking notes of the proceedings at a Planters Meeting held at the
African Church. Bosserman was also known to have had an association with Richmond businessman and reputed
union sympathizer, Franklin Stearns.

It appears that Rev. Bosserman had failed the Confederacy’s loyalty test and was being watched.

It was a dangerous time to be speaking out against slavery or expressing pro-unionist opinions. Spy fever escalated
in the midst of sweeping roundups of seditious suspects. On March 06, 1862, an article appeared in the Richmond
Examiner describing the “arrest of Alleged Union Men (Alden Bosserman, Franklin Stearns, Burnham Wardwell,
Charles Palmer and John M. Botts) for supposed Union proclivities.” They were confined in McDaniel’s private jail, a
building formerly known as the Old Lumpkin’s Slave Jail, now being used for the temporary confinement of political
prisoners.

An excerpt from an old letter to a Mr. Gohdes from James H. Easton, 205 Poe St. (10/08/1938):
“l was seven years old in 1860. Bosserman was minister when war was started. Everyone
was warned not to say anything derogatory to the South and secession. Bosserman

was Northern and spoke his mind to freely and was arrested and sent North through

the lines by flag of truce. No regular services thereafter’.
There was an extensive Union Underground operating out of Richmond to move Union soldiers across the Mason
Dixon Line back into the North and the evidence reveals that Stearns, Wardwell and Palmer were among the pro-
unionists cooperating with Elizabeth Van Lew’s spy ring. Rev. Bosserman’s name does not appear on any of the lists
so | can only implicate him through association with those that were. The fact that he was arrested and imprisoned in
their company leads me to reason that the Provisional Government could show cause for a charge of treason.

It is my personal opinion there is enough circumstantial evidence for me to believe that our minister, Rev. Alden
Bosserman, was “the spy among us.” Pat Vaughn:Nov, 2011
